The local market ended this week with 6,341 shares crossing the exchange with 9 trades to accumulate a value of 
$34,552.97. The BISX All-Share Index gained 0.34 points or 0.02 percent to end the week at 2,006.30. Year to date the Index 
is down 57.27 points or 2.78 percent. 
 
This week’s volume leader was FOCOL (FCL) moving 1,896 shares in 1 trade with a value of $6,863.52 and the value leader 

was CIBC FirstCaribbean (CIB) moving 1,500 shares in 2 trades with a value of $13,950.00. The remaining volume this week
